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CDCR Expands 3 Prisons:  

 CDCR Secretary Matt Cate will seek approval to build cellblocks for approximately 900 inmates each at 

KVSP and NKSP. Cate also is proposing to convert a juvenile lockup near Paso Robles into an adult prison 

for 1,000 older men. Cate has not elaborated on details but wants legislative approval to expand Wasco State 

Prison. 

 

The construction projects would be the first to draw money from a nearly $8 billion bond measure approved 

by lawmakers two years ago. The money has been stalled ever since by drafting problems that were 

corrected in the budget legislation that Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger signed into law in February.  

 

Schwarzenegger's administration has argued it can use the $7.8 billion approved by legislators two years ago 

instead of approving up to $8 billion in additional borrowing sought by Kelso to improve inmate care. But 

Cate told senators Wednesday that the $7.8 billion would likely not be enough to bring prisons up to 

constitutional standards. He said he is negotiating with Kelso to determine "the minimum we can live with in 

these tough times."  

 

Sgt. Posch Assaulted:  

 Chief Operations & Financial Officer Le Sage made contact with Sgt. Todd Posch and was infuriated upon 

hearing the details of the attack on him last week. Sgt. Posch was driving to HDSP around 5:30 am when 

nature called and he stopped at a rest stop to use the facilities.  It was dark when he exited the restroom 

where he was stabbed on the right side of his face. Posch turned and was hit again. Once down, the assailants 

kicked and beat him, all the while laughing. Sgt. Posch told Le Sage that nothing was stolen and 

unfortunately he could not identify anyone. Posch remembers the laughing and the taunts of having gotten a 

ñprison guard down.ò  

 

Sgt. Posch suffered knife wounds to his face and throat and has several broken ribs. Although Posch was 

badly injured, he drove himself to a nearby hospital.  

 

CDCR as well as local police are investigating this attack.  We wish him well, and will monitor his recovery. 

 

Governor Schwarzenegger Announces Appointments: 

Ronald Barnes, 48, of Susanville, has been appointed Warden for the California Correctional Center (CCC). 

He has worked for CDCR since 1983 and has served as the acting warden for CCC since 2008.  

 

James Hartley, 46, of Hanford, has been appointed Warden for Avenal State Prison (ASP). He has worked 

for CDCR since 1984, and prior to this appointment served as acting warden for ASP, a position he's held 

since 2007.  

 

CDCR Paid $1.3 Million to Fired Workers: 

It has been found that CDCR spent $1.3 million on unemployment benefits over two years for employees 

fired for misconduct, according to a report released Monday by an outside monitor. Unemployment 

insurance benefits are available for employees who have lost their jobs due to no fault of their own, not for 

employees terminated by an employer such as CDCR for misconduct. The Inspector General David Shaw 

said the problems arose in some cases because the department provided inadequate information to the 



Employment Development Department (EDD), which processes unemployment claims, about why workers 

were terminated. In other cases, CDCR did not respond within adequate time frames or at all.  

 

The report said CDCR rarely responds when given the opportunity to appeal benefits awarded by the 

Employment Development Department. Nor do the two agencies have any central method of 

communication. CDCR Undersecretary Mary Fernandez said corrections officials plan to meet with 

administrators at EDD so that notices about unemployment claims will no longer get sent to outdated 

contacts and get "lost in the mass of paperwork." 

 

No Sale of San Quentin: 

Legislators once again held off on acting on a bill to sell the 157 year old San Quentin State Prison. This bill 

would have used the money from the sale to build another death row facility on less expensive land. This is 

the fourth time in four years that San Quentin legislation has been proposed to sell the prison.
